Community Sports Pavilion Re-build

Update 23.9.09
The new community building is in its final stages of construction. Unfortunately, the build programme was delayed due to an unsuccessful grant application in July. However, the utilities are now connected and cricket club members are in the process of decorating and completing the interior fittings. A member of the cricket club has offered to hang the interior doors and fit the skirting boards once the decoration is complete. Also, over 3,000 block pavers have been donated and these will be laid by cricket club members at the front of the building. It is now intended to submit further grant applications in order to complete the kitchen and community/social area. As the awarding bodies do not fund projects retrospectively, for the present these areas will be made usable by fitting temporary equipment. 
So far, the raising of the funds required to achieve our goal has been a fantastic community effort. Many villagers have shown great commitment and have worked extremely hard in organising and supporting fund raising events throughout the year.


Local people have given over £6,500 in the buy-a-brick campaign and in individual donations;

The Family Fun-Day held in May raised £3,030;

Tony Swire and John Bishop donated £1,150 from their 12-day sponsored tractor ride from John O’Groats to Lands End;

A Fun-Ride took place in late August over a 10 mile course around the village and raised £3,600.

In addition to the above, the project has received tremendous help from Shropshire County Council, the Local Education Authority, Norton-in-Hales Parish Council and The Village Primary School.

The dedication shown by all concerned has made an invaluable contribution to the long term needs of the village and hopefully the new building will be utilised to develop some of the activities that were highlighted as being of interest by local people in the recent Parish Plan Survey.

All of those closely involved with the project wish to express their heartfelt thanks for the continued help and support received from the community.  Everyone should be extremely proud of their achievements in giving the village of Norton-in-Hales a community building to be proud of.
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
