GRASS MOWING ETC AT NORTON IN HALES

The Parish Council has asked if you would like to quote for the following:

From 1.4.12 until 15.11.12 (and if, and as, necessary between 15.11.12 and 31.3.13):-

Church yard at St Chads and the remote Churchyard at Bearstone Road

Mowing every 10 days of all grass (to be collected) with grass removal at the same time.

Fortnightly strimming around all graves and edges where necessary at Churchyard and Cemetery.

Spraying of all paths, around perimeter of Church and walls as necessary with weedkiller, 

Six weekly trimming of all hedges at Churchyard and Cemetery. 
Generally keeping tidy and removing all rubbish from Churchyard and Cemetery at same time as job is done.

St Chad’s Way (Large area of green opposite Church on Bearstone Road).  Mowing and strimming every 10 days, grass to be collected and taken away.  Spraying of Kerb edge around area of green with weedkiller.
Triangle of grass at Betton.  Fortnightly mowing, strimming where necessary, collection of grass and removal at the same time.
Grass triangle in front of The Old Post Office (with Bradling Stone, signpost and seat in it).

Mow every 10 days, strim and collect and remove grass. Spraying of kerb edge around grass triangle with weedkiller.
Grassed area at Bus Shelter.  Mow every 10 days, strim and collect and remove grass.
Very small grassed area down Mucklestone Road after turning for Napley Drive.  Mow every 10 days, strim and collect and remove grass.

Main Road.

Weed Killer spraying of kerb edge along Main Road, from the Mucklestone Road corner to the jubilee hall as and when necessary. 
All machinery, equipment, weedkiller etc to be provided by contractor.

All debris to be removed on day of work and carried to contractors own disposal site.

Contractor to have sufficient insurance cover – the Parish Council does not take responsibility for any claims resulting from the above tasks.

Copies of the relevant certificates for weed killer spraying and public liability insurance to be provided.

From 1.4.12 until 31.3.13 – collect any dead flowers, rubbish etc from churchyard and remote Cemetery and generally keep both tidy.

If you would like to be shown around these areas then please let me know and it will be arranged.

Closing day for quotes will be 20th December 2011 so that they may be considered at the next Parish Council meeting.
