Minutes of meeting on Tuesday 20th.September were approved.

Tree Planting:  A leaflet from Woodlands charity was passed to Mark Hackney, with an offer of trees to be planted to mark next year’s jubilee. The existing inventory of trees is to be planted first.

Footpaths: The strimmer team are up and ready. A request is made for £50, of budget allocated funds, to be transferred to the strimmer account. Receipted expenditure on fuel and associated costs will be submitted. 

Jeff Rutter has provided a reconnaissance of the Ridgwardine/Oakley path. A team of eight volunteers is to survey this path on Sunday 6th.November.

Education:  The Art Event has been expressed a success by visitors, the artists and volunteer stewards. The Police are thanked for the free provision of bollards and their attention. Thanks go to the Shropshire Community officer, the ljc, the Parish Council and PPAG for their support.

Development: Discussion about a questionnaire to permit parishioners to indicate their view on the SAMDev development proposal resulted in an inability to describe the proposal. This is because of ambiguity and lack of clarity in the detail of the proposal. The lack of critical definition would present parishioners with an ill informed and irresponsible questionnaire unsafe for decision making. It was resolved to await publication of the final discussion document scheduled for publication in January 2012. Mark Hackney is to draft an explanatory forward to the questionnaire.
