The Parish Council met on 6 July 2010 and the following are the main items discussed:-

The Chairman welcomed our latest parish councillor Michael Ankers attending his first meeting.

The judging for the Parish Council’s Best Front Garden Competition 2010 will take place on 4 August from 6.00pm.  Mr Andrew Humphris, Head Gardener, Wollerton Old Hall, has kindly agreed to be our judge and speak at our “Celebration Evening” to be held on 5 October.
“Samuel Owen Evening”, Tuesday 10 August at 7.30pm. – following the RHS Gold Award judging during the morning of 10 August, a plaque will be unveiled by Mr Arne Sundstrom of Sweden to the Memory of Samuel Owen, the “Founder of the Swedish Mechanical Industry” who hails from Norton Forge.  This will take place at the Jubilee Hall at 10.30am.  The Council agreed to host a presentation on Samuel Owen by Arne Sundstrom, in the Jubilee Hall at 7.30pm.  A Buffet Supper will be provided and admission is free.  For further details on both the above events see the ‘Diary’ Page on our website at www.nortoninhales.org.  
Work to renovate the finger post sign will commence shortly.  The new planting in the triangle to the rear of The Old Post Office is now complete.

The Council responded to a request from the Playing Field Committee for a contribution towards the rebuilding of the sandstone wall with a donation of £400 subject to provisos.
The restrictions in the constitution of the Jubilee Hall Trust Deed were unanimously agreed to be removed and the deed be amended accordingly.  Similarly it was agreed the Jubilee Hall could hold events for the benefit and welfare of parishioners and not just for fund raising.
Concern was expressed about the speeding of cars past the school and for the urgent provision of a car park near the school.  It was agreed to write to the owner of land to the rear of the bus shelter to seek a way forward in order that a car park may be provided.

The Council accepted a generous offer from AR Richards Ltd to provide an amenity collection service consisting of eight skips located on the concrete pad opposite Norton Farm from 11.00am until 8.00pm on a date to be agreed.  The first day would be carried out and funded solely by the company.  Further details will follow.
The Council considered a request from Shropshire Council Highways Dept for information on gritting priorities during winter months and agreed Bellaport Road and Beswicks Lane were high priority.
The next meeting of the Parish Council will take place on Tuesday 7 September at 7.30 pm.
