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Wind farm group remains alert

Local Anti Wind Farm Campaign group VORTEX has voted to remain on alert to continue its defence of the countryside.   The group, set up to fight the inappropriate location of 7 massive turbines on unspoiled farmland between Woore and Norton in Hales, won the 10 day battle at appeal in May 2009 when a Government Inspector ruled that Noun’s plans were completely out of character for this unspoilt and historic site.

Chairman Professor Anthony Ward told the recent AGM that although the recent victory appeared to rule out any fresh application, Nuon’s  agreements with local landowners still had more than a year to run, and that to disband Vortex would  be premature.  He went on to say that the message from the group to the developer is “ Vortex is still here. If you decide to apply again you will face the same formidable opposition as before.”

The Group spent over £85000, all raised locally, to employ specialists and to finance expert Legal representation who presented a comprehensive and convincing case to the public enquiry. The remaining funds available to VORTEX will be held to restart a campaign, with the support of the local community, to oppose any new proposal that would damage this environment. The countryside is not renewable.
