NOTES OF WORKING PARTY FOLLOWING THE ANNUAL PARISH MEETING,  ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING AND PLANNING MEETINGS OF 24th May 2010

Resignation   It was with deep regret that the resignation of Cllr James Finlay Burrows was received – due to time constraints and personal outside commitments he felt unable to give the position of Parish Councillor the attention he felt it deserved.

It was agreed that a letter of thanks for his service to the Parish Council should be sent.

The vacancy will be advertised in due course.

Slow sign at Betton   Lengthy skid marks along the stretch from Byways to the narrowing of the road by Betton Old Hall show that motorists are driving too fast along that stretch of road.  Highways to be asked to re-paint the existing SLOW on the road and also paint one at the other end of that stretch of road to alert drivers to the danger.

Speed and noise created by a vehicle through the area   There have again been a number of complaints by parishioners  about a vehicle which is regularly causing a nuisance – it was agreed unanimously that a letter be sent to the Police asking them to address the situation.

Broadband  Update by Cllr Lucas – there has been a further meeting at the home of the Adderley Parish Council Chairman, Mr Roy Tydeman attended by Cllrs Lucas and Kiessling.  It is hoped that approval of the bid will be given on 27 May and then, hopefully, Adderley and Norton in Hales will be able to pitch for funding.

Display Cabinet at Jubilee Hall in Memory of John Lovatt  Following the previous unanimous agreement of the Parish Council to donate one third of the cost of the Display Cabinet itself ie (one third of £865)  £288.33. a further cost for the plaque is  £41.40.  Councillors were again unanimous that the further sum of £13.80 also be agreed.  TOTAL cost to the Parish Council is £302.13.  The cabinet is now in place, together with the plaque, and the account is to be paid.

Bank mandate  There are  now only three signatories on the Parish Council bank mandate – it was agreed that  Cllrs Kiessling, Ankers and Tresadern also be included to take the n umber up to six.  However it will still be 'any two to sign', with the Responsible Finance Officer overseeing it.
