Chairman, Philip Smith, welcomed everyone to the Meeting.

Minutes of Meeting 22 October 2009/Matters Arising
The Chairman recapped that in the early part of the year we had discussed and agreed our new Constitution which was now fully documented and filed.  The Management Agreement has also been amended enabling Fields in Trust to grant the club a five year lease on the playing fields as opposed to the original six month one, which means we can now secure funding for the future.
Martin Rowley proposed that we arrange to change the Bank account name to comply with the new Constitution to Norton in Hales Community Sports Club as opposed to Norton in Hales Playing Fields. This would apply to each of the accounts presently held by Norton in Hales Playing Fields at NatWest Bank Group.  This proposal was seconded by Alan Eardley and unanimously agreed by all present.  The Secretary will forward this proposal to NatWest Bank.
Further to Mr and Mrs Mayers’ kind proposal for some development on the playing fields in memory of their grandson, Matthew , after much discussion, they have now very kindly placed a bench on the grounds and laid paving and a pathway to the pavilion.

It was suggested that we should send a letter of thanks to Mr and Mrs Mayer for their generosity on behalf of the Norton in Hales Community Sports Club Committee - the Chairman offered to take this forward.

Treasurer’s Report

The Balance Sheet showed a total balance of £4,089.29 credit.

The Treasurer reported that Shropshire District Council have hitherto paid a sum of £180 on behalf of Norton in Hales Primary School in respect of field maintenance, unfortunately she is struggling to establish contact with the relevant department/gain the money.  It was suggested she approach Julia at the school reception to make enquiries re correct department of Council who deal with this matter.
Contributions towards fields maintenance from each of the  clubs will remain as last year ie., 20% each from tennis and bowls (£270) and 30% (£360) from the cricket club.  The sum of £375 from the Parish Council is still to be received.
It was suggested that we consider at our next meeting transferring surplus funds from our current account into the Gang Mower account.  Secretary in diary to place on Agenda.

Tennis Club Report

There is a small surplus in the Accounts.  In the 2009 season there were three teams (2 ladies and one mens).

Cricket Club Report

The Cricket club has had two very hard years as regards facilities – one season had only a portocabin and last year, the pavilion was only half finished.
The season was only fairly average but they are looking to a better one in 2010.  Two thirds of the members are under 21 years of age.

The Community Sports Club is nearing completion and by June the tennis and bowls changing rooms will be ready for use.

The Cricket club is holding its own as regards funds from subs and bar income v. expenses such as insurance which amount to around £1700 per annum which covers equipment and public liability.  Accounts reveal only a small deficit.

The Cricket club have already provided a very detailed update on the rebuild position and costs on the village Notice Board and Monthly Messenger magazine.

Daren Peacock advised he is still trying to get VAT exemption on the rebuild costs and he will keep us informed.

Various other fundings have been applied for  – one of £9,900 in respect of the refurb of the kitchen is ongoing, the outcome should be known by the end of March.  There are also other avenues to explore in the future if needs be.

Daren Peacock is running the London Marathon to raise funds for the Community Sports Club on 25 April.  Sponsorship forms have been handed out to various committee members to try and raise as much money as possible and, one form has been placed on the village Notice Board.
